LOCATE SIDE RAILS (PART B) ONTO BLIND CASSETTE TABS (PART A).

SECURE RAIL ENDS (PARTS G & H) TO RAIL BOTTOMS.
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ATTACH END CAPS TO EACH RAIL BASE.
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ATTACH BLIND CASSETTE TO SIDE RAIL AS SHOWN ABOVE. REPEAT PROCEDURE ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE.
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ASSEMBLY STAGE 2
SECURE BLIND CASSETTE AND SIDE RAILS, BETWEEN THE PERGOLA LEGS.
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IMPORTANT:
BLIND CASSETTE SHOULD
BE FLUSH WITH EDGE OF
PERGOLA BEAM BEFORE

LOCATE AND SECURE THE GUIDE STRIPS INTO SIDE RAILS.
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UNWIND THE BLIND APPROX. 50CM, AND INSERT THE GUIDE STRIP (PART C) OVER REPEAT PROCEDURE ON THE OPPOSITE
THE ZIPPER FEATURE ALONG THE EDGE OF THE BLIND. SIDE.
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ASSEMBLY STAGE 4
LOCATE AND SECURE THE SIDE RAIL COVERS (PART D).

CHECK THE FUNCTIONALLY OF THE BLIND BY OPERATING IN A UP AND DOWN MOTION SEVERAL TIMES.

WHEN OPERATING THE BLIND, ENSURE BOTH HANDS ARE LOCATED CENTRALLY AS SHOWN BELOW AND NOT TO ONE SIDE
AS THIS COULD CAUSE THE BLIND TO JAM.

WILL HELP IMPROVE THE OPERATION OF THE BLIND.

IN THE EVENT THAT THE BLIND BECOMES DISLODGED FROM THE GUIDE RAIL, FOLLOW THE STEPS BELOW TO RECTIFY THE ISSUE.

LOCATE SIDE RAIL COVER (PART D), FOR THE NEXT STAGE, FOLLOW STEPS ON PAGES 4 & 5 WHICH SHOWS HOW TO SECURE
REMOVE SCREWS (PART H) AND DETACH THE BLIND TO THE GUIDE STRIP AND SIDE RAILS.
FROM SIDE RAIL (PART B).
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NOTE: DURING EXTREME WEATHER CONDITIONS, PARTICULARLY IN HIGH WINDS OR STORMS (MAX WIND
LOADING OF 20 MPH), KEEP THE SCREEN FULLY RETRACTED IN THE UPRIGHT POSITION, TO PREVENT
UNNECESSARY DAMAGE.

IF THE BLIND IS LEFT DOWN IN HIGH WINDS AND COMES OUT OF THE GUIDE RAIL, PLEASE REFER TO THE
TROUBLESHOOTING SECTION ON PAGE 8.

GENERAL CARE TIPS

ROUTINE CLEANING

USE A SOFT BRUSH OR CLOTH TO GENTLY REMOVE DUST, POLLEN, AND SURFACE DEBRIS.
FOR MORE THOROUGH CLEANING, MIX A MILD DETERGENT WITH LUKEWARM WATER AND
APPLY USING A SOFT SPONGE.

RINSE WITH CLEAN WATER TO REMOVE ANY SOAP RESIDUE.

ALLOW THE SCREEN TO AIR DRY FULLY BEFORE ROLLING IT BACK INTO THE CASSETTE.
CHECK THAT THE SCREEN RETRACTS SMOOTHLY; IF MOVEMENT FEELS STIFF, CLEAN THE
SIDE CHANNELS TO REMOVE DEBRIS.

FRAME & CASSETTE CARE

WIPE ALUMINIUM COMPONENTS WITH A DAMP CLOTH TO MAINTAIN THEIR FINISH.

BY APPLYING A SMALL AMOUNT OF PETROLEUM JELLY INSIDE THE SIDE RAILS AT REGULAR
INTERVALS, WILL ENSURE SMOOTHER BLIND OPERATION AND REDUCE THE RISK OF JAMMING.
DO NOT USE ABRASIVE PADS OR HARSH CHEMICAL CLEANERS, AS THESE MAY DAMAGE THE
PROTECTIVE COATING.

REMOVING STUBBORN MARKS

FOR MARKS SUCH AS BIRD DROPPINGS OR TREE SAP, ALLOW THE AREA TO SOAK WITH MILD
SOAPY WATER FOR SEVERAL MINUTES BEFORE LIGHTLY WIPING.

AVOID SCRUBBING AGGRESSIVELY, AS THIS MAY COMPROMISE THE FABRIC COATING.
